Schools attending in January – June apply by Nov. 1 of the same school year.  Schools 

attending Sept – Dec. apply by March 1 of the preceding school year.
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Eligibility Criteria: The Yellow Bus Fund Scholarship Application must be submitted and will be the primary tool used to review applicants.  Scholarships are only given for transportation expense related to the visit to Wolf Ridge.  Eligible schools must have and provide documentation of a school attendance with at least 60% of their students eligible for the Federal Free and Reduced Lunch Program.  This is open to all school participants, public, private, homeschool, etc.
Amount of Award:  Scholarship assistance will be awarded at the discretion of a distribution committee designated by Wolf Ridge.  The scholarship award will not exceed the expected amount of transportation expense for a school.  The scholarship funds will be provided to the school and must be used for transportation to and from Wolf Ridge.  Any unused funds must be returned immediately for distribution to another school.  

Notification of Awards:  Schools will be notified of the amount of any scholarship as per the dates outlined above.  The Wolf Ridge Scholarship Distribution Committee will make the notification of awards. 

Additional Assistance: Wolf Ridge is committed to providing financial support to develop independence in school fund raising efforts by offering the Wolf Ridge fine arts calendar at a greatly reduced expense for use as a sales based fundraiser.  Although it varies annually, with successful fund raising by Wolf Ridge certain amounts of free calendars may be available to recipient schools of the Donald Weesner Foundation Yellow Bus Fund Scholarships.
Reporting:  Recipient schools will be expected to provide a report, including 3-4 photos and a narrative that describes the value of the experience, to the funding provider and Wolf Ridge ELC.  The report should be submitted within two months of attendance at Wolf Ridge ELC.
